Documents were circulated with the agenda papers on this topic.  Councillor Ms E Lord reported that   after the first inaugural meeting their were actions that Parishes should have started to look at:-
Led lighting

EV Parking

Climate change action plans

Woodlands

Publish the carbon footprint of the Parish

Topics are required for the next workshop in July for collaboration with other Parishes, we need to think what we might like to do / work on, eg. Cycle routes , housing future ready, public transport strategy.

A new woodland is being looked for 2-3 acres in Stourton, District would provide the trees, with a wildflower meadow underneath.

Land at the new Housing site off Hyde Lane, could be a site for tree planting on the former flood plain. The Clerk to request the landscaping details from the District Council.  Also Brockleys Walk Park could have an extension of trees, which the L & A Committee are looking at.

Another possible idea to put forward is to look at the options to investigate the Solar Panels at the Parish Office, schools etc.
Councillor Ms E Lord will take this to the next meeting of the group.

To discuss the CIO status of the KSCA and on the Sterrymere land ownership

The Clerk reported that she had spoken to the District Council’s Solicitor’s and he is preparing a lease as a matter of urgency. They will be contacting the KSCA to discuss it with them further.
Concern was expressed over the KSCA lease with the option of separating the Sterrymere from the main lease, Councillor S Anderson suggested that perhaps a specific organisation should look after the Sterrymere.  Members discussed this matter fully and it was agreed to add to the lease that any works / developments should be approved by the Parish Council.

To discuss volunteer litter picking in the Parish
Email from BHIB…
 
We are able to confirm that providing all employees and volunteers will be working at the sole request of and under the sole control of the Parish Council, using tools materials and equipment provided by the Parish Council that the existing Public and Employers Liability Sections of the policy would apply.  If the litter pickers are not under the instructions of the Parish Council, the Parish Council cannot be held liable for any liability claims which might occur.   The litter pickers will be carrying out this duty at their own risk and will need their own Public Liability Insurance.

                                                                          

We would only expect Employees and Volunteers to be involved with the less hazardous work involved in path maintenance, grass cutting or litter collection, with the use of non-powered tools only, other than lawnmowers/grass cutting equipment and strimmer’s, when stout footwear should be worn and also safety goggles in the case of strimmer’s.  Cleaning materials must be not stronger than those available on shop shelves.

 

Employees and Volunteers should be between the ages of 16-75 years and must be physically fit and able to carry out the work expected of them in order for them to be covered by the Personal Accident Section of the Policy.  Anyone under the age of 16 will require an adult to be present and will require parental permission. 

                                                                          

All other work should be undertaken by Contractors, who have their own Public Liability insurance with a Limit of Indemnity of not less than £5,000,000.
